TEAMS Anglers may fish this tournament as individuals including fishing from PWCs   
 and kayaks as long as they have VHF communications with COASTGUARD

All fish and catch cards  
 must be at the weigh station and HERO SHOTS emailed through by the final  
 weigh-in time (no exceptions)
PRIZE GIVING 6.30pm Saturday 10th February 2018 (including FANCY DRESS) 
 Followed by LIVE ENTERTAINMENT ‘Blaze’
NO POSTPONEMENT  In the event of adverse weather conditions fishing will be confined to the 
Harbour.
